When this was 
commissioned, owners Mary 
and Neil Blackburn wanted to 
create a five star hotel suite, 
with total comfort in mind, 
including electricity, plumbing, 
heating, an alarm, telephone, 
flat screen TV, DVD, CD player 
and coffee maker, plus a fridge 
full of champagne, chocolates 
and other goodies.  For any 
romantics amongst you, the 
treehouse is a real WOW and, 
as you can imagine, is very 
popular with brides who hold 
their wedding at the castle.

Climbing up what appears 
to be the inside of a hollow 
tree, one emerges into an 
octagonal bathroom with walls 
painted twilight blue and a 
frieze of fairies who flit among 
trees overhanging pools of 
water. The ceiling is awash 
with stars and a pale moon 
shines onto grazing unicorns; 
in the centre sits a huge slip-
per bath under a chandelier of 
leaves and flowers. There are 
three balconies all with amaz-
ing views of the surrounding 
countryside and one even has 
a swing!
